Our In & Out trail has the most stops - youill be in and out of so many places itill
be a challenge to keep it all straight.

Weive started in Bovina - as it connects to lots of the shortcuts on back roads. Drive
out of town by going west on County Route 6. Make a left onto Route 28 driving into
Andes. Make a left at the light and you will be in the midst of many shopping and dining
choices. To detour to the Pepacton Reservoir, make a right at the light then a quick left,
going down County Route 1.At the end you can go left and drive along the eastern tip
of the reservoir, joining back up with Rt. 28 East. Or go right across the bridge down the
southern side for gorgeous views dthis junction hooks you up to our Reservoir Ramble
trail. Drive through Andes, staying on Route 28 East into Margaretville where you can
cut over to Route 30 North by making a left over the bridge on the western end of
town or in Arkville at the eastern end just past the railroad crossing - taking the left
onto Rt. 38 for a mile. For a short detour stay on Rt. 28 east - and stop at the Delaware
& Ulster Rail Ride on your right, or continue east a few more miles to the town of Fleis-
chmanns, our gateway to Ulster County. Make a right on Route 30 and travel north to-
wards Roxbury, detouring into Halcottsville on your left for a kayak or bike ride around
Lake Wawaka or on Saturdays stopping at the Pakatakan Farmers market on your right.
In Roxbury you can stretch your legs strolling Kirkside Park, or through art galleries.

As you leave town, on your left will be signs for Hardscrabble Rd. and John Burrow(s
Homestead - \Woodchuck Lodge. Continue out of Roxbury, making a left onto Route

23 in Grand Gorge and continuing on to Stamford. Jump out of the car and hike up Mt.
Utsayantha (you can drive up too) - or bike or stroll the Catskill Scenic Trail. \Want to
shorten the trail? At the main light in Stamford, take Route 10 west into Delhi.You will
pass historic barns, Fitches Covered Bridge and the Delaware Co. Historical Associations
buildings. Take a leisurely drive through the most active farmland by continuing west on
Rt. 23 through the Charlotte River valley to Davenport Center. In the middle of town
make a left onto Route 10, following the signs for Hanford Mills - a wonderful museum
with living history just three miles down the road. Drive back to Route 23 and continue
on west straight into Oneontals southside which will bring you right back onto Route 28
going west. Detour into Oneonta our gateway to Cooperstown area and the Central
Leatherstocking region of New York. Go down the mountain and take the right onto
Route 357 into Franklin, driving along the Ouleout Creek valley. Make a slight right onto
Route 14 South through Treadwell and passing the Bright Hill Center Gallery. You will
end at Route 10, take it left to go into Delhi or right to hook into our Reservoir Ramble
trail starting in Hamden. At the light in Delhi you intersect with Rt. 28 South out of
town, across the bridge, and back to Bovina.
